Using Violet “Quick Start” to create a UML Class Diagram
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1. Select file…new…Class diagram

2. Select the Class symbol (second from the left in the tool bar)

3. Move to any location and left click

4. Move inside of the diagram and double click or right click

5. Edit the properties of the class in the Properties popup that appears. Enter the Class name in the name box. Enter the attributes with UML code in the attributes box. Enter the methods with UML code in the methods box.

6. To draw an arrow…click the arrow type in the tool bar. Move inside of the “start diagram”. Left click and drag to the  “finish box” diagram.

7. To delete a diagram…..move inside of the diagram and hit the delete key.

8. Diagrams should be saved and opened in Violet as .violet files.

How to insert a .violet file into a Word .doc file

To insert a UML .violet file into a Word .doc file, the file should be exported from Violet as  a .png file and then inserted into the Word .doc file..

To export files from Violet:

1. File

2. Export Image

3. Move to desired folder

4. Enter Filename.png and Save

To insert diagrams exported and saved as .png files into a Word .doc file:


0.   Enter Word and open the .doc file


1.   Click the desired location of the diagram in the document.

2. Insert – in the main menu bar

3. Picture

4. From File

5. Locate Folder  and highlight the .png file 

6. Insert

7.   The Word .doc file can then be attached to an email message, or copied to an 

           email message using the clipboard.
